
In an effort to slow drivers down, decrease the 
amount of dust caused by speeders and to pro-
vide an overall safer community the Town Council 
has authorized more money to be spent for addi-
tional PBSO speed patrol.  It is important to edu-
cate all drivers about the rules and safety of driv-
ing on rural roads.  The rules must be enforced 
which is why you are seeing additional speed 
patrol on a monthly basis.  Not only does the 
speed patrol provide for safer roads for our chil-
dren but it also greatly reduces the amount of 
dust.  When the speed limit of 30 mph is enforced 
and followed in our Town, there is very little dust 
that comes off of our dirt roads.  So, when you see 
these officers  on the road protecting our commu-
nity, stop and thank them for doing a great job.   
 
Drivers passing through rural areas need to be 
alert and move slowly.  They need enough time to 
react safely to the occasional slowly moving trac-
tor, horseback rider or group of school children 
walking from the school bus stop.  Please follow 
the speed limit, drive with caution and SLOW 
DOWN!!!

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Loxahatchee Groves Water Cont. Maint:  Every landowner in the Town pays a per acre assessment to the Loxahatchee Groves 
Water Control District.  The rate you pay is $137.95 per acre and it is for you to receive drainage and road maintenance services from 
the LGWCD. 
 

Solid Waste Authority:  Every homeowner in Palm Beach County pays a DISPOSAL fee to the Solid Waste Authority.  No matter 
where you live, everyone pays this.  It was $136.00 in 2007 and PBC raised it to $156.00 in 2008. 
 

Solid Waste—Loxahatchee:  Every resident in our Town pays this for garbage, recycling and vegetative pick up.  The rate is $372.73 
per unit on your property.  If you have more than 1 unit on your property, then you will pay $372.73 for EACH unit.  The company that 
provides this service is Waste Pro.  The 5 year contract with ONYX expired and Waste Pro had the lowest bid which is why your 
WASTE HAULING FEE only went up by $50.00 (most of the other bids were between 2 and 3 times the price that was offered by 
Waste Pro.) 

2006:     The tax bill showed a single SWA line item that included the DISPOSAL FEE & WASTE HAULING FEE (this is prior to  
 incorporation) 
2007:     The tax bill showed a single SWA line item that only included the DISPOSAL FEE.  The Town billed everyone separately for 
 the WASTE HAULING FEE 
2008:    The tax bill is showing a single SWA line item for the DISPOSAL FEE ($156.00)  Now there is a line  for LOXAHATCHEE 
 which is for the WASTE HAULING FEE that you have always been paying.  The price of the WASTE HAULING FEE only 
 went up $50.00 compared to what the Town was paying over 5 years ago.  The rate that the Town is paying for WASTE 
 HAULING is almost $50.00 less than what unincorporated Palm Beach County landowners are paying for 2008.  This is how 
 your tax bill will be for now on with these two separate line items. 

A question that is being asked is, “If the Town kept the same millage as last year then why did my property tax bill go up!”.  The an-
swer is because there are over 25 other county taxes that make up your property tax bill that that Town does not control.  Many of 
these other county taxes have increased this year which would make your overall tax bill higher.  An important point to remember is 
The Town now  has control over the revenues that are brought back into our community; for the current fiscal year, 2008-2009; the 
Town will bring over $1.1 million in revenue. Although you are now paying an additional tax to the Town for your property, the net gain 
to the Town, after you take out the Loxahatchee Groves property taxes, is over $710,000. This net gain gives us the finances to run 
this municipality and provide the needed services to the community.�

These are the facts relating to the roads:  

Florida law gives the Town the authority to 
maintain its public roads, as well as to regu-
late the construction and installation of traffic 
control devices on those roads. LGWCD 
does have the right to maintain some roads 
within the District's boundaries, but its au-
thority is limited. 

In short, the responsibility for road mainte-
nance inside Loxahatchee 
Groves is shared.  The over-
lap causes confusion and 
there must be cooperative 
planning between the Town 
and LGWCD. The Town is 
developing a comprehensive 
Master Road, Equestrian 
and Greenway Trail Plan 
while the District has been 
utilizing a piecemeal road petition process. 
The two approaches must be combined for 
the roadway planning efforts to succeed.    
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The Town, upon incorporation, inherited and then adopted Palm Beach Counties Code of Ordinances.     
These ordinances are primarily for urban communities.  As we all know Loxahatchee Groves is not an ur-
ban community and its safe to say “most of us like it that way”.   You might ask why did we do that and not 
develop our own?  Good question.  Before we develop our own we need to complete the Comprehensive 
Plan, so that, when we develop our Land Development Regulations and Code of Ordinances they conform 
to our Comprehensive Plan. 

Code Enforcement Services for the Town is by COMPLAINT BASIS only.  The Town does not have proac-
tive code enforcement officers (patrolling) in the Town.  Code complaints are only initiated when a resident 

files a formal complaint with the Town Clerks office.   In addition the Town Council has placed a prohibition on anonymous code com-
plaints indefinitely.   A person filing a complaint must give their name and contact information. 

The Town’s goal is to have our Land Development Regulations and Code of Ordinances completed by the end of 2009.

The incorporated Town of Loxahatchee 
Groves, the Town Council and direction from 
our lobbyist all contributed to the successful 
removal of this thoroughfare. Thanks to this 
persistent and supportive community for all 
of their efforts.

All containers (garbage cans and recycling bins) are to be returned to the  
point of collection and not thrown into streets, driveways or in front of mail-
boxes.  When providing back door collection service, containers must be re-
turned to the point of collection and not left on the curb.  Routes must always 
be run from the same starting point.

In each edition of the newsletter, Town Staff will address commonly  

asked questions from the residents and landowners. 

 
Question:  Is it true that the residents and landow ners of our Town are going to be FORCED to connect to PBC Sewage?  
Answer:  No.  There is rumor and misinformation out in the community based on a misunderstanding of the Florida Statues that  
require GRAVITY mains to be connected within one year.  The Town is on FORCE mains, not gravity mains; therefore there is NO 
requirement to be connected. 
 

Question:  How much in Local Option Gas Taxes is th e Town receiving for 2008-2009?  
Answer:  Approximately $392,000.  In the Town’s budget for next year, there is a line item called “Public Works”.  Two items make up 
the public works budget:  $392,000 of Gas Tax Money that will be spent on public roads in our Town, and $433,296, the amount of 
money the Town pays to Waste Pro for waste pick up (revenue neutral).  

 

Question:  How do we got involved in our local gove rnment and how do we stay informed? 
Answer:  The best way to get involved is to attend the Town Council meetings (please refer to the Town meeting schedule listed 
above).  We recognize that this is not possible for a lot of people for very good reasons.  The next best way to get informed is to visit 
the Town’s website at www.loxahatcheegroves.org.  Under the “meetings” page, you can access all agendas, minutes and recordings 
of all Town Council meetings and workshops.  On the “documents” page you can access all Resolutions, Ordinances and other  
important and informative Town documents.  In addition to these pages there is a lot more information that is provided to the  
community and is updated on a daily basis.  You can also reach the Town Clerk at 561-793-2418 or email the Town Clerk at 
clerk@loxahatcheegroves.org.  You can make a public records request for any item that is found on the website.  The most important 
job of the Town Management’s office is get correct and accurate information out to all residents and landowners.  Unfortunately,  
misinformation and rumors are common and can be confusing.  For accurate information, please call the Town Clerk’s office, email us, 
or stop by to talk with our staff..   

 

Question:  Who handles the Town’s Business Tax Lice nses?  Who handles the Town’s Planning, Zoning and Building?  
Answer:  Upon incorporation, the Town entered into an inter-local agreement with Palm Beach County to continue handling all its  
Planning, Zoning and Building matters as well as Business Tax Licenses.  We encourage you to contact Palm Beach County directly at  
561-233-5000 for additional information.  The only business tax license that is required is the one issued by Palm Beach County; the 
Town does not issue its own.  The Town Council does serve as the Zoning Commission on all development applications that are  
processed with the county relating to our town.
