
Resolution 2009-010 was passed by the Town 
Council on May 19, 2009.  The  
Resolution  provides for the abatement  of the 
enforcement of violations of provisions of  
Article 4 of the Town's ULDC with respect to 
uses that do not comply with the matrix or sup-
plementary use standards. This was done in 
anticipation of the Town starting the process of 
w r i t i n g  t h e  n e w  L a n d  
Development Regulations.  While writing the 
new regulations, the Town Council will decide 
what type of businesses will be allowed or not 
allowed by the new code.  It is anticipated that 
the new Land Development Regulations will be 
adopted by the end of 2009.

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The Town Council adopted the Comprehen-
sive Plan at its February 17, 2009 Town 
Council Meeting.  The Florida Department of 
Community Affairs completed its review and 
on April 15, 2009, and found the Town's  
Comprehensive Plan in compliance.  The 
Notice of Intent was published in the Palm 
Beach Post on April 15, 2009.  During the 20 
day period of the Notice of Intent, any of the 
affected parties can file petition to intervene.  
Should no parties file a petition to intervene, 
on the 20th day (by May 6, 2009), the  
Comprehensive Plan would have been  
official.  Should an affected party file a petition 
to intervene, the D.C.A. would defend the 
Comprehensive Plan vs. the affected party in 
the Department of Administrative Hearing 
Process.  On May 6, 2009,  Callery-Judge 
Groves, L.P. and Seminole Improvement Dis-
trict filed a Petition for Formal Administrative 
Hearing challenging the D.C.A.ôs finding the 
Townôs Comprehensive Plan in compliance.  
As of August 1, 2009, the Town is still working 
with the representatives of Callery-Judge 
Groves on the petition that was filed.

WASTE PRO Solid Waste Services 
The Solid Waste Collection service from 2004-2008 including UNLIMITED VEGETATION pickup.  The Solid Waste Authority 
changed from unlimited vegetative pick-up to a limited pick up of 6 cubic yards.  In October 2008, the 5 year contract with ONYX 
expired.  When the Town Council negotiated the new contract with Waste Pro, they chose not to continue the unlimited vegetative 
pick up service due to the dramatic increase in cost to maintain that service. (all the companies bidding on the contract included 
very costly unlimited vegetation pick-up service).   With this in mind, what are my options? 
(1)  Should you need large vegetative pick-up (in excess of the 6 cubic yards) only certain times during the year, you can contact 
Waste Pro to arrange for those special pickups and they will provide you with the cost of this additional service. 
(2)  Be sure your tree stumps & limbs are cut 1-2ô in length.  Pile all the vegetation neatly in a pile SEPARATE from any bulk items 
(3)  The ñlay of the landò is very challenging to a lot of property owners.  Neighbors need to work together to establish a ñcommon 
areaò where all of the trash, vegetation and bulk items will be placed for pick-up.  Itôs not always easy, however cooperation  
between the adjacent property owners is the only way it is going to work. 
(4)  If you qualify, obtain a Burn Permit from the Division of Forestry & PBC Fire Department.  This would allow you to burn your 
excess vegetation.

TIRE AMNESTY DAY:  On, Saturday, September 19, 2009 Waste Pro will be coordinating with Frank Schiola for residents 
and landowners to dispose of tires in bulk.  You can drop off the tires at the Loxahatchee Groves Water Control District 
between 9am and 3pm.  You must bring a driverôs license to show that you live in Loxahatchee Groves.  This is the amount 
of tires that will be accepted per person:  4 CAR TIRES per person (or) 2 TRUCK TIRES per person (or) 1 TRACTOR TIRE 
per person.

Town Council Selects 

New Management Firm 

The Town, upon incorporation, inherited and then adopted Palm Beach Counties Code of 
Ordinances and the Unified Land Development Code.    These ordinances and codes are 
primarily for urban communities.  As we all know Loxahatchee Groves is not an urban com-
munity and itôs safe to say ñmost of us like it that wayò.   You might ask why did we do that 
and not develop our own?  Good question.  Before we develop our own we needed to com-
plete the Comprehensive Plan, so that, when we develop our Land Development Regulations 
and Code of Ordinances they conform to our Comprehensive Plan.  

The Town Council has started the process of amending and adopting its own  Land Development  
Regulations.  The Town has contracted with The Mellgren Planning Group to write the new code and conduct the Public  
Workshops.  The Public Workshops are held at the Palms West Presbyterian Church on Okeechobee Blvd .  The public has par-
ticipated in two workshops so far and it has been very successful.  The next workshop is scheduled for: 

Saturday, September 12 at 10:00 a.m.  

The Town Council has directed Town Staff and The Mellgren Planning Group to send out a questionnaire to all of the residents and 
landowners.  This questionnaire would include any of the questions that were asked at the last two Public Workshops and would also 
include additional questions that are derived from the Town Council and the public.  It is very important to give EVERYONE the 
chance to participate and be included in this process.  The questions that will be asked on this questionnaire will be discussed at the 
September 12 workshop.  Please attend so your voice can be heard.

There is a COMMENTS page that you can submit your comments and they will be posted during the process of developing the 
Townôs new Land Development Code.

Contract Government 
The Town of Loxahatchee Groves has a ñContract form of Government.ò  So, what does that mean?  Contract Town is a term 

that describes a Town which contracts with another government, not for profit organization, or a private company to deliver most 

local governmental services. A traditional full service Town, where services are delivered directly by Town employees, is the  

opposite of a contract Town.  Municipalities (cities, towns and villages) may contract for services in several ways. They enter into 

contracts to provide services common to most local governments such as road maintenance and maintenance of facilities. They 

grant franchises to private companies to provide public services such as electricity or cable television. Municipalities contract with 

professionals, as individuals or firms, for legal counsel, planning, and engineering services. A contract Town goes beyond the 

ordinary to contract even for basic services such as police, fire, parks, and management. 
 

It is rare to find a municipality that does not contract for some service. Even formerly traditional 

Towns have moved beyond commonly contracted services and have engaged private firms to act 

as finance directors, Town clerks, and even Town managers. As this trend continues, we will see a 

combination of full time Town employees delivering some municipal services while other services 

are contracted. Some examples of Contract Government for the Town of Loxahatchee Groves in-

clude:  Town Manager & Town Clerk (financials services as well), Town Attorney Legal Services,  

Audit Services, Solid Waste Services, Police Services (P.B.S.O.), Strategic Visioning, Comprehen-

sive Planning, Code Enforcement Services, and Planning, Zoning & Building Services (Palm Beach 

County) 
 

Why does Contract Government work?  First,  It gives the residents and landowners control, not the employees of the municipal-

ity.  Second, efficiency is much greater because you are multi-tasking with less employees.  A contract for a municipal service is 

provided by a team of individuals that represent the company providing the service.  Next, using contracted services in place of 

hiring an employee can save almost 45% by eliminating the additional expense of fringe benefits (health insurance, retirement, 

pension, workmenôs comp, etc.).  These benefits are carried by the company that is contracted for the municipal service. Last, 

there is a realized benefit from competition for each of the jobs and services that are being contracted for.  In a Town our size, 

with our unique needs and desire to have ñcontrolò, the Contract form of Government works well and has been very successful. 

 

 

Town Committees 
The Town Council created the Finance Advisory and Audit Committee through Resolution 2009-008 & 2009-014.  The Commit-
tee has been meeting since June 12 & the meeting dates are posted on the Townôs website.  The duties of the Committee include: 
(1) To conduct review and analyses of projects assigned by the Town Council, and make recommendations to the Town Council; 
(2) To review and evaluate financial activities of the Town and make recommendations to the Town council; and 
(3) To review Town policies and procedures affecting financial functions, and make recommendations to the Town Council as   
deemed appropriate. 
(4) Serve as the Townôs official Audit Committee as outlined in the State of Florida Statutes.
